In Haiti, a
large portion of family income is often spent to
purchase the scarce fuel necessary to cook their
food. Solar ovens enable a larger portion of the
family income to go toward purchasing food.
Solar ovens are used to cook food, pasteurize
drinking water and reduce air pollution and
deforestation problems. The cost of a solar oven
along with training and distribution is $100-$125.
