One strong, significant theme in 24 Hours That
Changed the World was fear. The disciples’ fear,
the people’s fear, the Sanhedrin seemed to be
afraid and the elders, chief priests and scribes
expressed fear of Jesus and of course the
Romans - they weren't just ‘fearful’ of this self-
proclaimed king but would do anything to shut
him up! Resurrection has the power to remove
our fears. Just today | read the last half of Acts 2
and am amazed all over with the message of
hope, power, optimism and confidence that
Peter’s faith conjures up.

“Fearless” A book and study by Max Lucado
will guide our worship for the Sundays of June
13 and June 27 — July 25. Can you imagine a life
without fear? Each sunrise seems to bring fresh
reasons for fear, with talk of layoffs at work,
slowdowns in the economy, flare-ups in the
Middle East, and upswings in global warming.
But what if faith, not fear, was our default
reaction to threats? This study addresses some
of our biggest fears and shows us how the
solution may be easier than we think, guiding us
to begin a journey to the day when we trust more
and fear less.

Hello friends of FUMC! | am writing in follow up to
the announcement made in worship on May 16th. As
of May, we have paid one apportionment for 2010.
We find ourselves, yet again, talking about something
that to be frank, | would like to be able to stop talking
about! The real crux of the situation is that the people
of our church have been EXTREMELY GENEROUS
in their gifts this year between Forward in Faith and
the general budget. To that end, we should all be
very proud as well as thankful for that which the Lord
has made possible!

Our dilemma actually stems back to two years ago
when in order to meet year end obligations, a gener-
ous offering received the first Sunday of the 2009
year was patrtially used to close out the prior year
books and pay all of our bills-this included our appor-
tionments. (The easiest way for me to define appor-
tionments is the funding with which we reach out not
only locally, but nationally and globally) Since that
point in time we have lagged behind and carried that
“‘lag” forward annually. The same course of action
was taken at the close of 2009 with once again, a
very generous offering at the start of 2010. Wouldn’t
it be nice to be “even” mid-year and to see what the
power of God does when we are not under the strain
of being “behind?”

At the May Leadership Council meeting a great deal
of time and energy was spent towards this issue. As
a group we discussed changing our priorities with
which we manage our expenses. Historically,
apportionments receive the checkbook “leftovers.”
We were challenged with the notion of moving appor-
tionments up on the list and shifting other items
down...Pastor’s salary perhaps or maybe health in-

surance premiums or utility bills. It was not a fun con-
versation but was taken very seriously. Before such
steps are taken we have opted to challenge our-
selves and our church family to yet again, rise to the
challenge. Through prayer and asking God to make
this possible | am certain we can make this happen.

We have provided on the ushers’ table at the church a
special offering envelope intended for your gifts
above and beyond those of your regular giving to the
General Budget. The purpose of this special offering
is to address the approximate $11,200 we are behind
in apportionments for 2010. | am aware that there are
people who don’t completely understand what our
apportionment money goes for and as leadership we
are working to address this in the most transparent
way we can. | am also aware that some do not be-
lieve in giving toward apportionments or feel that the
formula used in determining apportionments is not
fair. To that end | would ask this, “Is it fair that many
go without while some have so much?” As a friend
shared with me, we are truly blessed to be in the po-
sition of being able to support something such as ap-
portionments. If given the chance to choose between
being one able to give or being one needing to re-
ceive, | would choose to give...as much...and as of-
ten...as | could.

Please prayerfully consider your giving. Continue
your generosity and know that your gifts mean more
to SOMEONE than you will ever know!

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Applying Blble Principles

If you read annual reports from publicly held companies or banks, you will frequently see the word
“fiduciary.” Fiduciary is used as an adjective to describe something which is held in trust. It is also
used as a noun to describe the one who is a trustee who must account for that which is held in trust.

For example, a bank president has a fiduciary responsibility to stockholders in the bank and to
depositors who place their money in the bank. A company treasurer has a fiduciary responsibility to
the owners of the company. A payroll clerk has a fiduciary responsibility to pay people what they have
earned.

You may never have considered yourself a fiduciary, and you may never have acted officially in a
fiduciary capacity, but in reality, you are a fiduciary. All of us are. That applies both to Christians and
to those who are not part of God’s family through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. We who are
Christians will stand before the Judgment Seat of Christ. There, we will not be judged for salvation,
since the penalty and judgment for sin was settled once and for all on the cross of Calvary when the
Lord Jesus paid the price for our sin. Instead, when we stand before Christ, we will give an account of
how we have used what God has entrusted to us.

Just as a bank president must account to stockholders and depositors on how their funds are used,
we must account to Christ for how we have used what God has entrusted to us. Since everything we
have rightfully belongs to Him, we will need to report on how we have managed His assets!

As you consider how you have used what God has entrusted to your care and keeping during the
past few months, what kind of job have you done? And more importantly, as a “fiduciary” of what God
has placed in your hands, will you stand before Him with joy, eager to report on your giving and
management of His assets?
