Your church has once again benefitted from the
willingness of numerous people to step in and
keep the ‘nuts and bolts’ of the church going in
the wake of the vacancy in the Administrative
Ministries Coordinator position.

It would be horrible if we didn’t have
children in worship who want to make a differ-
ence in the world. However, we can model, by
“yes” and “no,” that not every person is called to
be passionate about every issue or opportunity.

First Quarter Forward in Faith Report

At the end of the 16th month of a 36 month campaign
we have already received 60.2 % of total commitments
il Since January 1, 2010, we have been able to pay off
over $21,000 of the Tipton United Methodist Building
Fund Loan. By reducing the loan principal we are also
saving on interest expense as the amount of the inter-
est paid was decreased by $100.00 this quarter and the
amount accrued is now under $900.00 per month. So
what does this mean to us as the congregation ?

1. We now have a beautiful new leak proof roof that
compliments the architecture of the building.

2. We now have efficient heating and cooling systems
that allows us to heat or cool only the areas being
used at any particular time. It is difficult to determine
the exact numbers of dollars that are being saved
because the price of gas fluctuates from year to
year. However using the usage figures from 2005
until the present the decrease in usage has
generally ranged from 33% to 50% per month.

3. We have bright, family friendly, handicapped
accessible, odor free restrooms to use.

4. We now have a well lighted dining room with beauti-
fully carpeted and tiled floors that leads us into a
spacious and well equipped kitchen. Here is a list of
the many activities that have taken place in this
area. This list is not meant to be all inclusive but
rather to illustrate the diversity of ages of the partici-
pants, the different size of groups, and to show that
we have welcomed the community to share this
