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Children’s Sunday School begins for this year 
Sunday, September 12 at 9:00 a.m. (Choir Kids 
will begin practice also this day at 8:30 a.m.) 
There are classes for children barely potty-
trained through high school. We currently have 
teachers for all classes, but if you have curiosity 
or interest, there is always room for another per-
son to model and mentor our children and youth. 

Youth Sunday School will include classes for 
the middle schoolers and another for senior high 
school, grades 9-12.  

Grades 7 & 8 are offered ―Confirmation‖  
curriculum, during Sunday School. In addition to 
this weekly session there will be field trips,  
perhaps to Des Moines, Iowa City, Cedar  
Rapids. We‘re also planning a retreat or two.  
We will not be using mentors, but there will be 
opportunities for persons of the church to lend 
your [spiritual] gifts to the class. 

High School class offers a weekly setting to 
share on matters of joy and challenge in life.  

Adult Sunday Morning classes will begin the 
year with two options. New class offerings are 
always welcome. (In fact, I‘d be willing to help 
find a format and content for a class to meet at 
―A Place to Land!‖ Talk to me if 
you‘re willing to convene that 
group! pf) 

The Wired Word class discusses 
from a Christian point of view some 
item that has been in the news that 
week. Applying scripture, tradition, 
experience and reason, the class 
stretches every participant!  

“The Class in Room 113” will be 
studying ―When the Game Is Over 
It All Goes Back in the Box,‖ by 
John Ortberg, one of the premier 

Christian Educators of our day. A description of 
the curriculum tells us ―Using familiar images 
and analogies from popular board games, John 
Ortberg illustrates how to live in the light of  
eternity. Calling us to reconsider the meaning of 
our lives, Ortberg's straight-forward materials  
invite us to discover how to live passionately and 
find our true mission, as we learn to choose what 
matters most and discover the richness of  
being.‖ 

Short-courses are always welcome. Watch for 
special classes during ‗seasons‘ of the church 
year, too. 

The first Sunday of Sunday School, this year 
September 12th, is designated “Christian  
Education Sunday.” We will recognize the new 
education leaders and join in a consecration to 
their ministries. 

 You‘ve already given $102 for the Christian 
Education offering as 1/10th of the Easter  
offering. These funds are divided three ways: 
Camp and Retreat Ministries; Iowa Religious Me-
dia Services; Christian Education Fund (for  
continuing education scholarships for Christian 
Educators.) May God be praised and lifted up by 

your prayers and offerings for 
these ministries. 

THURSDAY EVENING BIBLE 
STUDY continues working their 
way through the entire Bible in a 
very detailed manner. This group 
is currently studying the prophet 
Isaiah! Their meeting dates are 
usually the 1st & 3rd Thursday, 
but watch for the schedule as they 
work around United Methodist 
Women‘s meetings.  



Paulõs Ponderings 

It was great to be able to go visit family in  
August, a few days in South Dakota with Jane‘s 
mother and sibling-families; then we touched 
base with my parents, brother and one sister in 
Minnesota. The time becomes a ―spiritual re-
treat‖ when I get on my bike in Aberdeen and 
ride out of town, flat in every direction, all alone, 
listening to the world as it slowly (very slowly) 
passes. Hmm, it would be so nice to have paved 
shoulders around here! 

Two big combines had just pulled into a wheat 
field so I stopped to chat with the young man 
driving the grain cart. That day wheat was $7/
bushel and they were running 50 bu/acre. They 
were quite pleased. As I gleaned the edge of the 
field, putting the heads in my now-empty coffee 
mug, I was reminded of one time Jesus got in 
trouble with the religious legalists: At that time 
Jesus went through the grain fields on the  
sabbath; his disciples were hungry, and they  
began to pluck heads of grain and to eat. 
(Matthew 12:1) When I returned to the house, I 
went out in the yard and rubbed the heads of 
grain together in my hands, up in the air, and the 
gentle breeze blew away the chaff as the wheat 
kernels fell into the pan. More biblical images 
emerged. 

We touched base with a former parishioner who 
moved to MN to be closer to her son & family. 
She‘s lived there just over a year but is so  
content. She misses the house, community and 
friends of her adult life, but her grace-filled  
attitude allows her to be ‗at home‘ in this new 
place. The God of exodus and exile is always 
with us! 

When I was a small boy, I didn‘t want to go to 
church camp! I used the excuse that it was too 
expensive. Now, my memory of such things long 
ago isn‘t the best, but it seems the cost might 
have been $50 for the week. For the campers 
from this church this year, the average cost/night 
of church camp is $81. These families make 
quite a commitment!! I am also aware there are 
other families that did not have campers  
because that‘s just too much money for them to 
come up with. Thank you, UMW. And are there 
other ways we can help underwrite camping  
experiences? 

I read a book years ago titled The Church 
Youôve Always Wanted. Bottom line? It  
challenged me to be a positive part of making 
whatever church I was part of ―the church I‘ve 
always wanted.‖ If a church is ‗friendly,‘ it‘s  
because I am friendly. If a church sings out, it‘s 
because I sing out. If a church cares for one  
another it‘s because I care. If it is a praying 
church it‘s because I pray. If it has good  
Christian formation it is because I participate. If 
the worship leads people to God it is because I 
prepare and participate… Well, now I‘m a pastor, 
and I think the wisdom holds true. Does it make 
sense for you, too?

Applying Bible Principles 

ò . . . if anyone is in Christ, there is a new creation: everything old has passed away  

. . . everything has become newó (2 Cor. 5:17). Christians should have a different outlook on 

life, including money and material possessions. They realize that they own nothing, that everything 

they have belongs to God, and that they are only managers and stewards of what God has entrusted 

to them. Because of that, Christians should have a different attitude towards ―things.‖ 

That attitude demonstrates itself in many different ways. For example, Christians show mercy 

and give, in contrast to the those who borrow and do not repay (Psalm 37:21). Chris-

tians should hold possessions with an open hand, and òrefreshó others with their 

bounty (Proverbs 11:24-25). They are honest and demonstrate their faith by their work 

and integrity (1 Thes. 4:11-12). They give to those in need and thereby demonstrate to 

a watching world the love of God (1 John 3:17).  

When this kind of lifestyle is present in our lives, Jesus said that people will see our 

good works ñ our different attitude and perspective ñ and will glorify our  

heavenly Father (Matt. 5:16). And as we seek His kingdom first and foremost, we 

have His promise that He will provide what we need (Matt. 6:33). 

As others observe you and your lifestyle, do they see any difference because of your faith in the Lord 

Jesus Christ? As they observe your relationship to ―things,‖ especially to money, do they realize you 

are a manager, a steward, and not an owner? Or stated another way, is the manner in which you 

handle money and material possessions a testimony to your faith in Christ?

My email is: jaybuck@mchsi.com 

So what is Companions in Christ? 

Companions in Christ is a small-group resource 

for spiritual formation. The resource focuses on 

your experience of God and your discovery of 

spiritual practices that help you share more fully 

in the life of Christ. How?  

A brief outline: 

Companions in Christ has two primary  

components: individual reading and daily  

exercises and a weekly two-hour meeting. The 

daily exercises aim to help you move from  

information (knowledge about) to experience 

(knowledge of). The time commitment for the 

daily exercises is about 30 minutes. The weekly 

meeting will include time for reflecting on the  

exercises of the past week and for moving 

deeper into the learnings from chapter readings. 

The Companions experience covers a period 

of 28 weeks.  

If you‘re still reading this you‘re probably just 

moments away from answering the email and 

saying, ―Count me in.‖ Cool. The weeks ahead 

that you participate in Companions will offer you 

the opportunity to focus on your relationship with 

Christ and to grow in your openness to God‘s 

presence and guidance. The unique aspect of 

this experience is that members of our small 

group, who are indeed our companions on the 

quest, will encourage your searching and  

learning. As we listen and explore together, we 

can surely look forward to meeting our loving 

God, who waits eagerly to guide us toward 

deeper maturity in Christ by the gracious  

working of the Holy Spirit.
